DCP’s latest range of polyurethane resin flooring products and surface treatments have been used to enormous success on a wide area of an £8m, state of the art, rebuilt printers complex in Washington, County Durham.

This project, managed by Sir Robert McAlpine Ltd., came about after a massive fire destroyed the original premises of Reed Print and Design in 2003. As part of the rebuild the company required all aspects of the building to be designed with hygiene and efficiency as essential factors. This included the printing floors of the 11,000m² site.    

When Sir Robert McAlpine, were wanting to lay a 6,000m² area of the floor it turned to DCP for advice. DCP came up with several solutions to suit both the needs of the client and the main contractor’s build programme. They nominated Resin flooring contractor Reprotec, who specialise in laying industrial floor system.

After preparing the concrete slab floor using diamond and vaccum blasting techniques, Reprotec used DCP’s Strongcoat DPM to seal in any excess construction moisture that was held within the new concrete floor slab. 

Reprotec then used DCP’s Polyurethane based Griptop LD product. A self-smoothing product, which can be laid at thicknesses of 2 - 3mm achieving a floor surface with a seamless, hygienic and hard wearing matt finish.  

John Holmes, Reprotec Managing Director comments: “Although there are similar Polyurethane based products available, the primary advantage of DCP’s Griptop LD is that at 2mm it can be laid in extremely thin layers. This means that while the application is easy and fast, it still offers very good durability towards all traffic passing across it.”

And with the arrival of 170 staff as the site opened in January 2006, the floor system is already withstanding the effects of a busy printing plant.
